Keep Clean!

Remember to wash your hands after you touch the animals or their pens and especially before eating or drinking, and after removing footwear. 

Sanitising gels are NOT adequate cleaning alone and are only an additional measure to thorough hand washing with warm water and soap.

It is your decision whether a child is allowed to touch or feed the animals. This especially needs to be considered for children who put things in their mouths or have a weak immune system. 

To eliminate the risk of serious infection entirely, children should avoid contact with animals and their faeces.

It is primarily the parent or guardian’s responsibility to supervise the washing of children’s hands to help reduce the risk of infection. 

Are you Pregnant?

Pregnant ladies should avoid contact with ewes and newly born lambs as well as nanny goats and their kids. Please pickup a leaflet from the Gift Shop for more information.
